Other Reminders 

● We come into the art room ready to create! 
● Come in and sit on the carpet and wait! 
● If you need to go to the bathroom, ask Ms. G for the pass. One person at a time! 
● When leaving Ms. G’s art room, line up at the door and be ready to go! 
● Brushes are swished in water, not drowned to the bottom! 
● Paint stays on the paper and brushes, not on our friends! 
● Our art stays flat, not folded like a sandwich! 

 
Clean-Up 
WE TAKE TURNS AT THE SINK, 2 PEOPLE AT A TIME 

● Brushes are rinsed in the sink and layed on the towel beside the sink 
● Extra paint goes in the trash not down the drain  
● Place wet art on the rack, started from the bottom and going up! 
● Scissors, glue, crayons, and unused paper go back home! 
● If you spill or splat or sploosh on accident, make sure it’s cleaned off the table  
● When you are done cleaning up, line up to leave :) 

 
Consequences 

1. 1 reminder of what should have been done  
2. Privilege of getting your own supplies or cleaning up is taken away  
3. Pause and talk, why do you keep acting like this?
